
Facing the ugly face 
of fear! 
We don’t see fear for what it is. Because it is such 
a natural reaction to life’s uncertainties we 
legitimize fear and give it a lodging place in our 
lives. Fear is not friendly, fear is your enemy. It 
will rob you of faith, obedience, and peace.  
We need to face down this ugly spirit, and the 
first step is to see it for what it is. 
 
“He who overcomes shall inherit all things and I 
will be his God and he shall be my son. 
But the fearful (cowardly), unbelieving, 
abominable, murderers, sexually immoral, 
sorcerers (drug users and pushers) idolaters, and 
all liars shall have their part in the lake which 
burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second 
death.” Rev.21:7-8 
 
Notice “fearful” is first on the list of people who 
will live in the lake of fire. I believe the Lord is 
saying to us, “enough, quit being afraid, pray, 
have faith and stay in peace.” It is time to start 
believing God ahead of our own fears. 

 
Why God hates fear: 
*It puts your word above His. We have God’s 
word in writing and He always keeps His Word. To 

trust yourself above him is the height of pride and 
arrogance.  
 
*Your fear is a manifestation of your own pride 
and unbelief. It takes a humbling in your life to 
really believe God and take Him at His Word. 
 
*Fear creates turmoil: Because you are out of 
control with things, you feel helpless and because 
you don’t trust God your double minded view 
makes you angry at the God you should be at 
peace with. He is there whether you believe him 
or not, but he is tired of you zealously protecting a 
fear that should be renounced and cast out by 
your faith. 
 
Remember the opposite of fear is faith. It is as 
simple as a choice, let the weak say I am strong. 
Let’s face this ugly giant and kill it together!
