Miss prayer in the spirit one day 
and it’s easy to go two. Miss 3 days and and it is 
almost natural to miss a week. This war, this 
tension between the flesh and Spirit can only be 
overcome by daily going after the Holy Spirit. 
Every day is not a delight to me to pray. Some 
mornings I have to discipline myself to drive to 

the prayer room. But the initial fleshly objection 
is quickly gone in a few minutes in the wonderful 
presence of the Holy Spirit. That encounter, that 
peace, that presence, keeps you coming back 
daily for more.  
 
Saints of God let us keep cultivating the Holy 
Spirit in our lives. It is “life and peace” for those 
who pursue it.
