Love stands alone as the benchmark of our
relationship to God. And so it should for it was
lavished on us by the giving of Jesus.

But [ stir our minds to remember that the love
we are talking about is not based in our own
desires but in God’s love pouring out through
us. We will know we are operating in His love
when:

Love suffers long: difficult people difficult
circumstances don’t affect our love for them
even in long trials that sometimes last for years.
When we get fed up and want out, we know we
have slipped back into our own hearts and left
His!

Love unselfishly loves selfish people: in
human love, people have to deserve it before we
give of ourselves. But in Christ’s love you give of
yourself to people who don’t appreciate it. This
is not only difficult to do, but is impossible in
human love, it has to come from God alone.
Love generously gives to stingy people: Once
again if God only gave to us in response to our
love, none of us would receive anything from
the Lord. “He makes His rain to fall on the just
and the unjust”. Give to people who can’t pay
you back, and watch heaven smile over your
life.

Love continually blesses unappreciative
people: You can only do this as you look to the
Lord for your reward. “if your enemy is hungry
feed him if he is thirsty give him a drink for in
so doing you will heap coals of fire on his head.”
Some take this to mean that God will exact His
vengeance. Others think it means God will melt
the heart of even the coldest sinner when you
treat them with love.
