Everyone of 

us can believe, it levels the playing field.  

 

Believing swings open the doors of heaven. 

Believing pushes Satan and his imps out of 

your head. Believing allows angels to go to 

war for you.  Believing  puts a smile on God’s 

face! 

 

John used the word “believe” 99 times in his 

Gospel. Matthew, Mark, and Luke used it only  

 

9 or 10 times. John stands out as the disciple 

of love. He is the only one who stood at the 

cross the day the Lord was crucified. He was 

boiled in oil and wouldn’t die, he died of 

natural causes. He is the only disciple to 

recognize Jesus on the shore from the boat at 

night. He had a deeper relationship with the 

Lord. Why? I think he just believed more, he 

just kept believing and believing and 

believing! You too, need to amp it up in the 

believing. Begin every day bounding out of 

the bed saying, “I believe in you Lord, I 

believe your Word, I believe you love me I 

believe you’re with me! Watch how good the 

day goes!
